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Faculty Accomplishments and Updates

PROMOTIONS
The faculty and staff of the Philosophy Department congratulate Prof. Jason D. Hill and
Prof. Franklin Perkins on the occasion of their promotion to Full Professor on July 1, 2012.

Jason D. Hill was born and raised in Jamaica and migrated to the United States in 1985.
He began his career at DePaul in 2000 after earning his Ph.D. at Purdue University. His areas
of specialization are ethics, social and political philosophy, and race theory. He was a 1999 -
2000 Society for the Humanities Fellow at Cornell University. His articles have been pub-
lished in anthologies and journals in Germany, the Czech Republic and The Netherlands. He
is deeply committed to Moral Foundationalism. He is the author of three books: Becomzing a
Cosmopolitan: What it Means to be a Human Being in the New Millenninm (Rowman & Littlefield,
2000); Beyond Blood dentities: Post Humanity in the 21st Century (Lexington Books, 2009); and Civi/
Disobedience and the Politics of Identity: When We should Not Get Along (Palgrave MacMillan, May
2013). Jason is the Director of the Philosophy Department Graduate Teaching Practicum.

Franklin Perkins started at DePaul in 2001. He received his Ph.D. from the Pennsylvania
State University and has taught at Vassar College, HoHai University (Nanjing) and Foreign Af-
fairs College (Beijing). His main teaching and research interests are in Chinese Philosophy,
early modern (European) Philosophy, and in comparative philosophy and the challenges of do-
ing philosophy in a comparative or intercultural context. Franklin spent a year conducting re-
search at the Leibniz Archive in Hannover, Germany, with a DAAD fellowship, and has spent
several years in China, most recently on a Fulbright Research Grant in affiliation with Peking
University. His publications range from early Confucian views of self —cultivation to Leibniz’s
doctrine of ideas, and he is the author of Leibniz and China: A Commerce of Light (Cambridge Uni-
versity Press, 2004) and Leibniz: A Guide for the Perplexed (Continuum Press, 2007). He is cur-
rently working on a manuscript on the problem of evil and the status of the human in classical
Chinese philosophy. Franklin is chair of DePaul’s Chinese Studies Committee and is on the
editorial board of the Journal for Chinese Philosophy.
