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It is of little surprise that Sally Mann’s name fi gures so prominently in nearly every 
list of the greatest photographers ever.  Whether turning her camera toward 

the gravity of a single tree, the quietude of an overgrown battlefi eld, the banality 
of a rotting corpse, or the still and exigent truth of her immediate family, 
Mann is not only capable of making her world and worldview reappear in 
detail so present that it envelopes us as we enter her photographs, but she 
does so with the technical skill of an artist who knows that the image is 

the world and not merely a representation of it, though we cannot help but 
see everything anew through her eyes.  It will thus be of little surprise, too, 

that Sally Mann’s name carves out its space on the list of the greatest artists ever.
